New Business

· Update Definition Reconstituted – At the annual meeting the committee was reunited and discussed the issues for getting the redefinition back in in 2009.  The main hurdle is photogrametry.  Each chapter will need to vote whether or not to exempt photogrammetry for topo services done by certified photogrammetrists.  There was discussion involving the pros and cons of our vote.
A motion was made to approve the exemption of photogrammetrists from the redefinition. – MSP  24 yes, 0 nays
· TWIST – the money was committed and there are 15 teachers signed up to attend this summer.  Vic Banks will also be attending to familiarize himself with the program.
· The regulations 2.206 and 2.207 regarding delinquent members was passed.

· The LSAW has hired Jerry Broadus to prepare a case law book to be sold.  This is not a replacement of Report 14, but an additional resource material.  The book should be available within a year.

· LSAW Membership – 1,174 members.  The new state membership committee person is preparing a brochure for requiting new members.  We will let you know when it is available.

· The Lower Columbia Chapter has announced that their local math book for the high school students contains a small section on surveying.

· The 2009 Conference planning is underway.  The 2008 Conference was a great success and we are looking forward to our kick back from the state.  If you are interested in volunteering or have questions about the 2009 conference, please see Jim Coan or Tom Ginsberg.

· South Puget Sound Community College has interviewed 2 highly qualified instructors.  They will need to pick the right one for the job.  OIT may possibly accept full credit from the program for transfer students.
